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thher He was the creator of the earth “All thlngs were made by hlm and without him
not any thlng made that was made” (John 1:3). Though sinless, He was baptized to fulfill all
righteousness. He “went about doing good” (Acts 10:38), yet was despised for ic. His gospel was a

message of peace and goodwill. He entreated all to follow His example. He walked the roads of
Palestine, healing the sick, causing the blind to see, and raising the dead. He taught the truths of
eternity, the reality of our premortal existence, the purpose of our life on carch, and the potencial
for the sons and daughters of God in the life to come.

He instituted the sacrament as a reminder-of His greact atoning sacrifice. He was arrested and
condemned on spurious charges, cdnvicted to satisfy a mob, and sentenced to die on Ca]vary S Cross.
He gave His life to atone for the sin§yof all mankind. His was a great vicarious gift in behalf of all
ld ever live upon the carch.
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Of Him the Prophert also decd:‘red /. And now, after the many tCStlmOl’ll!S which have been given of
him, this is the testimony, last of alk‘lg which we give of him: That he lives!

“For we saw him, even on the right hand of God; and we heard the voice bearing record that he is
the Only Begotten of the Facher-

“That by him, and through him, and of him, the worlds are and were created, and the inhabitants
thereof are begotten sons and daughters unto God” (D&C 76:22-24).

We declare in words of solemnity that His priesthood and His Church have been restored upon the
carth- “built upon the foundation of...apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief
cornerstone” (Ephesians 2:20).

¢ te\tlfy that He will someday return to carch. “And the glory of the Lord shall be revealed d,d*’
all flesh shall see it tog:ther (Isaiah 40:5). He will rule as King of Kings and relgn as Lord of .
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
